Feinstein Challenge
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For the 13th year, Alan Shawn Feinstein, a Rhode Island philanthropist, is giving $1 Million to
hunger-relief organizations in the biggest grassroots campaign to fight hunger in the na-
tion. As donations are made to SERVE during the challenge, Feinstein will match the money
on a percentage basis to help SERVE fulfill its vision of helping families in Callaway
County. The $1 Million Challenge will end on April 30, 2010. Individuals, groups, companies
and congregations who desire to support the Feinstein Challenge effort can drop off items/
donations during business hours on or before April 30th. During the summer months, the in-
ventory of items in the food pantry runs low and this drive will significantly help to ensure
SERVE can meet the increasing need in the community.

Last year we raised $8,523.40 for the challenge and collected 7,045.1 pounds of food. The chal-
lenge rules allow each pound to be counted as one dollar, bringing the total we reported for the
challenge to $15,568.80!

Homeless Prevention Grant

As part of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of
2009, Federal funds were designated for homeless prevention
and rapid re-housing (HPRP). Callaway County was allocated

$103,000. SERVE was designated to distribute these funds
and to date has provided case management and funds to pre-

vent and stabilize 40 homeless and as risk families.

Arthur R. Maier, Jr., 68 passed
way December 7th, 2009; Art
had lived with Charcot-Marie-
Tooth, which caused partial pa-
ralysis in his hands and legs at
the young age of 13. He received
his BA in Biology from Central
Methodist in Fayette, MO
in1963 and his Masters in Sani-
tary Science from the University
of Missouri at Columbia in 1966.
He married Shirley Coplin on
May 19, 1966 in Bonne

Terre. Art was the proud father
of two terrific sons and he en-
joyed being with them and their
beautiful families.

Art was blessed with the ability
to teach. He was a Science
teacher in California, MO, the
Missouri Training School for
Boys, and the Gladstone Train-
ing School before coming to Ful-
ton to teach for the Division of
Youth Service in 1986.

In 1989 Art became a teacher
for SERVE, Inc. Adult Basic
Education classes (GED). Even
after retiring from Youth Ser-
vices in 2005, he continued
teaching until his last days with
us. His talent, compassion, and
good nature enabled him to
work with any student, no mat-
ter what their age or limita-
tion. He taught adults how to
read, write, solve algebra and
geometry problems and touched
the lives of countless people. He
worked to change the world one
student at a time.

In addition to teaching, Art en-

joyed using his HAM Radio and
was active in Bible Study at Im-
manuel Lutheran Church. Art
was well known for his weekly
articles in the church page of
Boonville Daily News, as well as
excellent calligraphy penman-
ship and his television appear-
ances on Pepper and

Friends. He had countless pub-
lications in Pen Magazine. Art
sang praises in The Senior Cen-
ter Choir in Callaway County
and was self proclaimed as
SERVE’s biggest fan.

Art lived with a passion for fam-
ily, friends, and educating and
his three year battle with multi-
ple myeloma (cancer) was val-
iantly fought. True to his char-
acter, Art asked that his body be
donated to science to facilitate
further research into that ge-
netic disease, which is presently
incurable.

Frank, having been born and raised in Callaway County, is one of our most familiar faces — and has been associated with the transportation program
since 1987! We honor the fact that he has given of himself selflessly and shown the utmost safety and compassion for the residents of our county
these past 23 yrs.

He began driving our “in-town" route back in 1987, which included the “Central Dining Room” (as it was known then — currently it is the “Senior Center
sponsored by CMAAA), people to medical appointments, employment trips, day care, beauty shop trips, etc. and then made a change in his driving
tasks (many years ago) and took on the Dialysis transport to Columbia 3 days a week, a route that requires being on the road at 4:30 A.M. to begin
loading dialysis passengers and getting them to the DCl by 6:15 A.M. This has become Frank'’s “claim to
fame” — so many individuals and their families have gotten to know him personally, as this type of transpor-
tation requires not only driving skills, but a constant watch of these special passengers that many times have
numerous other serious health issues.. The professional staff at the Dialysis Clinics, Inc. in Columbia have
also grown fond of Frank as well — with his attentiveness to the passengers he’s delivered to their medical
facility and then knowing those same patients will be in the best of hands when they have completed their
renal dialysis treatments (which are up to 4 hrs. at a time) when he returns them back here to Callaway
County.

Frank has currently been off for some necessary heart surgery, and there isn't a day when we’re not asked by
someone, “"How'’s Frank doing? * We want him to know that SERVE’s CALTRAN Program wouldn’t be the
success that it is to this date without having had him here from almost the beginning.
